3 RESIDENTS’ LIAISON GROUP – PERSIMMON HOMES DEVELOPMENT 
 

 Borough Councillor Janet Clowes has asked the Parish Council to nominate a representative to 
form part of a Residents’ Liaison Group which has been set up following the approval of Phase 
II of the Triangle site, south of Newcastle Road. This has been set up by Persimmon Homes 
itself.  
 

 The first meeting is to be held during the day on 17 March 2021 and in the absence of a Parish 
Council nomination, Councillor Benjamin Gibbs has agreed to attend this meeting until the 
Council is able to nominate a representative.  
 

Part of the Phase II development is within Wybunbury parish, but it will impact residents in the 
Phase I of the development which lies in Shavington parish.  
 

The Parish Council is invited to nominate a representative to become part of this new Liaison 
Group. 
 

Councillor Gibbs will be able to report on the meeting held earlier in the day.
