Advertisement Consent for the erection of a sign at the entrance to the site.

into trust at the end of that period so that it remains a burial site.

e The applicant states that burials would be limited to two per day and they do not
envisage this being a regular occurrence. Vehicles at each internment are limited to
18, but it is possible that there may be visitors to existing plots and the Parish
Council is concerned about the potential increase in traffic.

e Graves to be prepared deeper than indicated.
Ensure that the Association of Natural Burial Grounds Code of Conduct is followed.
Could the Parish Council be provided with evidence of the 100 years of
environmental benefits.

VILLAGE HALL - ENERGY SUPPLIES
